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Systems Engineer
Description of the business environment:

This position is for a system engineer to work within the Engineering team supporting the conduct of requirements analysis and system design activities. 

This role is integral to the successful performance of Lockheed Martin’s flagship programme in the UK; the candidate will be expected to adhere to challenging schedules.
Duties / Responsibilities:

The candidate will work alongside within a team of systems engineers who are allocated a set of system requirements associated with one or more key system missions, and will be tasked by the system engineers in support of ensuring that requirements are analysed, decomposed and allocated to system components. 
The candidate will be assigned design analysis tasks to investigate and conclude specific areas of the overall system design. This will include gaining an understanding of the applicable technologies, conducting analysis, simulation and modelling, and preparing design recommendations for review by the programme engineering control board. 
This will include creation of and contribution to design analysis reports and inclusion of results in specifications, interface documents and formal design documents. It will also include supporting the presentation of elements of the design at formal reviews with customer representatives and discussions of the design with customer subject matter experts.

The candidate will also work with system engineers who liaise with external vendors of subsystems to ensure that subsystem specifications and interfaces are correctly interpreted and implemented by the supplier, and that emergent  technical risks, issues and opportunities are communicated back to the main programme. The candidate will support technical meetings and formal reviews with suppliers, and analyse supplier data to ensure adequacy and correctness.

The Systems Engineer will be responsible for supporting system engineers in completion of requirements analysis and design activities which include:
· Plan own work within defined constraints with the assistance of engineering and technical mentors

· Provide overall technical support and assistance to engineers

· Perform technical analyses and prepare engineering reports

· Participate in the management of selected subcontracted technical tasks

· Develop the skills and working knowledge of project standards and procedures

· Meet plans, schedules and costs with assistance from engineering and technical mentors

· Successfully complete and apply appropriate training courses
Essential Skills:

· Good verbal and written communication skills

· Ability to work well in a team environment

· Be Self motivated needing minimal direction
· Strong analytical and technical ability
· Physics A-level or equivalent
· Good IT skills in a range of SW packages would be an advantage.
