	Description of Business Environment:
Working on a customer site, this contract provides support to NATS in their en-route environment. Lockheed Martin has supported NATS since the early 1990’s, starting with the original development of the current system; working at the heart of the innovative development work involved in migrating the 30-year old legacy system onto a modern, fit-for-purpose Air Traffic Management (ATM) System.

Since the system achieved operational status in 2002, Lockheed Martin has continued to support NATS and key to providing continued engineering support in the maintenance and future development of a safety critical, technology-based transportation system. The current support contract is due to run for the next two years. The contract is supported by approximately 100 Lockheed Martin employees and sub-contractors, working in teams comprised of NATS and Lockheed Martin personnel.

	Duties / Responsibilities:
The experienced Network Systems engineer will be responsible for design, development, and test of ATM network systems. The Network Systems engineer reports to the Software Manager, through the NATS Software Work Package Manager.

The NERC ATM network comprises of a combination of legacy and modern systems.  Legacy systems include token-ring, Ethernet (ThickNet & ThinNet), FDDI, coaxial and serial systems. Modern systems include Ethernet (Cisco switches & routers on 100Mb and 1Gb networks) and fibre. Currently there are approximately 800 network devices within the test and operational systems, with a further 300 Cisco switches to be deployed shortly.
The position requires understanding and application of the Software Engineering principles and practices and a general knowledge of Systems Engineering, Test, Integration and Validation disciplines. 
The Network Systems engineer will be required to communicate effectively at all times, written and verbal to a variety of work groups. The candidate will be expected to work on multiple tasks simultaneously and show a degree of flexibility in working hours when required to meet project milestones.
