	Specific Job Description:

LMUK is seeking a highly motivated and skilled Systems Integration and Test Engineering Lead for the programmes within the Vehicles Business Area.

A Lead Systems Integration and Test Engineer:

· Plans, implements, tests, documents, and maintains solutions for the integration and testing of in-house developed and Commercial Off The Shelf components, elements, subsystems and/or systems.  

· Plans customer contractual needs and requirements into system test solutions that acknowledge technical, schedule and cost constraints. 

· Manages functional and technical specifications and standards, solves hardware/software interface problems, defines input/output parameters, and ensures integration of the entire system or subsystem. 

· Reviews, evaluates and derives requirements for testability, develops and directs preparation and execution of comprehensive test plans, procedures and schedules for complete systems and/or subsystems.  

· Manages subsystem and/or system testing activities with programs and other organizations. Performs analysis of test results and prepares comprehensive subsystem and/or system level evaluation reports which verify and validate system performance  

· Writes discrepancy reports and performs integration regression testing to verify/validate incorporated fixes to software, components, subsystems and systems.

The candidate will work within the Integration & Test IPT under the overall guidance of the Systems Engineering Integration and Test (SEIT) IPT and may provide support to other similar engineering programmes.  They will lead the Integration and Test Team to progressively prove compliance to all system requirements.  The candidate will be involved with multiple phases of the programme from bench testing through system de-risking, acceptance and reliability proving.  Integration and test activities will mainly take place at various internal and external locations around the UK.

Responsibilities:

Candidate’s responsibilities include:
· Manage integration and testing tasks to performance, time and cost requirements.

· Manage and report on programme schedule.

· Manage integration and testing of Electronic Architecture at component and system level.

· Manage integration and testing at vehicle level.

· Development and implementation of integration and test facilities.

· Develop and coordinate test and trials with the Authority.

· Responsible for the preparation of de-risking and qualification test documentation.

· Ensure adherence to developed risk and safety management procedures during integration and testing activities.  This includes internal procedure and any applicable legislation.

· Provide Subject Matter Expert (SME) support to technical discussions and presentations with internal and external customers.

· Support project supply chain and commercial teams in contracting and procuring equipment and facilities relating to integration, test and trials activities.

· Ensure completion of required initial test report documentation as required.

· Support asset management activities including asset usage, scheduled maintenance, build-state configuration and asset allocation.




	Required Skills:

· Experience of working on defence programmes, preferably within a supervisory capacity on armoured fighting vehicle engineering. 

· Experience of managing integration and test activities within a defence programme.

· Experience in managing scheduling, budget control and tasking for a large number of complex integration, test and trials activities.

· A good technical understanding of standard systems found within an armoured vehicle environment across multiple domains including mobility, vetronics, lethality and survivability.

· Ability to understand, discuss and present information across a large multidiscipline teamed.

Desired Skills:

· Understanding of general reliability requirements and reliability data capture within defence programmes.

· Knowledge of military vehicle legislative/Def-Stan testing, such as EMC or climatic, would be advantageous.

· Familiarity of current British Army Armoured Fighting Vehicles.
