	Description of Business Environment:

This position is for a systems engineer to work within in support of the Merlin Capability Sustainment Programme (MCSP) and adjacent opportunities.  The MCSP programme is a £750m update to the Royal Navy’s Merlin anti-submarine and anti-surface helicopter system. The programme includes technology enhancements to the aircraft, ground preparation/analysis systems, training systems and support infrastructure.
